Local Government in Hampshire

The Hampshire County Council geography includes 11 borough, city and district councils, which provide local services such as household waste collection, housing, leisure services and council tax collection.

In some areas of Hampshire, community, parish and town councils operate at a level below borough, city and district councils. These councils have the power to provide local assets and amenities, such as community facilities and allotments.

Portsmouth and Southampton are unitary councils. They are responsible for all local government functions in the two cities. Hampshire County Council’s geography does not include Portsmouth and Southampton.

· Countryside: Managing 3,658 hectares of land for people and nature.
