Provide new ferry terminal interchange facilities in Southampton and Isle 
of Wight to facilitate major regeneration schemes at Royal Pier Waterfront 
and East Cowes including potential upgrade of floating bridge link to West 
Cowes. 

Provide improvements to reduce delays between A34 
and M3 to improve access between the Solent area 
and Port of Southampton and other parts of the UK.
