	entry control officer
	The role of the Breathing Apparatus Entry Control Officer is essential to the safe control and support of BA operations. The skills and knowledge to carry out the ECO role in terms of maintaining proper records on the Entry Control Board, monitoring and communicating with BA teams, and the briefing and de-briefing of BA teams, are an integral part of both BA training and refresher training

	flexible duty system officers 
	Officers at the level of station manager, group manager and area manager work what is known as the Flexible Duty System.  These are managers who respond to larger incidents to provide tactical advice, incident command and specialist roles.

	Generic risk assessments are provided as a guide for general activities and should be used as a guide to producing the specific risk assessment, Generic risk assessments are not to be used in their raw state without the assessor verifying the hazards and control measures in place.

	The officer having overall responsibility for managing the incident and dictating tactics and resource management. 	mobile data terminal
	The introduction of the FireLink communications network in 2009 provided Mobile Data Terminals (MDT) in the appliance cab  MDTs are the means of delivering information to the incident concerning buildings, vehicles, water supplies, map of area and risk area definition.

	policy directive 
	Technical Fire Safety Service Orders contain details of policy as agreed by the Technical Fire Safety Policy Group. The procedures derived from those service orders are published as a separate suite of documents called Policy Directives.

	pre-determined attendance
	Control initially mobilise to each incident with a specific response which is called a Pre-Determined Attendance (PDA). The PDA to an incident will vary considerably dependent on many considerations, such as:

· Location
· Type of incident
· Type of Property (e.g. high rise/hospital)
· Crewing (personnel) required
· Equipment required

	Sector Commander
	An officer tasked with responsibility for tactical and safety management of a clearly defined part of a large or complex incident. Subject to objectives set by the Incident Commander the Sector Commander has control of all operations within the sector and must remain within it.

	The SEU (special equipment unit) provides enhanced equipment such as dedicated rescue equipment and a search camera. It also is crewed with personnel who have enhanced skills.

	The purpose of a Service Order is to stipulate where applicable:

· Local procedures
Orders are assigned to the ownership of Principal Officers.

	site specific risk information 
	Premises assessed as containing a particular hazard will be identified using the Community Fire Risk Management Information System (CFRMIS) and information from the local station following a risk assessment of their area. The premises will attract an appropriate level of planning depending whether they are categorised as very low, low, medium, high or very high risk

	TIC
	thermal imaging camera
	The thermal imaging camera is a robust, simple to operate, self contained camera. The camera is designed to provide operators with a visual aid when used in smoke, to identify and rescue casualties and locate hot spots or seats of fire and fire spread. It can also be used in situations where temperature monitoring is required such as preventative maintenance, condition monitoring or monitoring of items. It can also provide vision where light is poor or unavailable.
