1. The decision:

a) That Hampshire County Council commissions a Hampshire Hotel Futures Study and contributes £15,000 towards the cost.
2. Reason for the decision:

2.1. The study cost comprises 15% of the tourism budget and is therefore significant.  It is also a high profile initiative that the County Council has driven since 2001.
3. Other options considered and rejected:

3.1. To not commission the study would cause the programme, which has provided significant investment since 2001, to lose momentum.  It would also present a gap in performance data that developers would not be able to access.
3.2. To expect the private sector to provide the performance data: - this would not help facilitate investment in Hampshire nor make it easy for the county to promote development opportunities, and could result in investment taking place outside of the county.
