This project is aimed at engaging young people and families, in what has been identified as 
a deprived area and, after the training and purchase of instruments the organisation will be 
able to sustain the project by donations and weekly subscriptions.  
Councillor McEvoy supports the application.  
It is recommended that Parent Link is granted £2,000 on the condition that this is spent 
on the hall hire and tutor time and the organisation seeks funding from other sources during 
the life of the project.

The project 
budget also has no financial shortfall.  The organisation also requested £6,000 support 
which is higher than the finding limit of this scheme.
