1. Apologies for Absence

These were received from Russell Kew, Director and Member for Solent Local Enterprise Partnership and Councillor Jason Fazackarley, Cabinet Member for Traffic and Transportation, Portsmouth City Council.  
2. Disclosure of Interests
There were no declarations of pecuniary or non-pecuniary interests in the matters to be considered at the meeting.  

3. Election of Chairman and Vice Chairman

The Monitoring Officer asked for nominations for the role of Chairman of the Solent Local Transport Body (Item 3 in the Minute Book).  Councillor Woodward nominated Mr Russell Kew of Solent Local Enterprise Partnership (“Solent LEP”), and was  seconded by Councillor Thorpe.  Members voted unanimously in favour of Mr Russell Kew.
In the absence of the Chairman, the Monitoring Officer conducted the election of the Vice Chairman.

Councillor Woodward nominated Councillor Asa Thorpe as Vice Chairman of the Solent Local Transport Body, who was seconded by Councillor Vernon Jackson.  Members voted unanimously in favour of Councillor Thorpe.
It was noted that these roles were personal rather than organisationally-linked.

RESOLVED:

(a) Russell Kew to be Chairman of the Board of Solent Local Transport Body;

(b) Councillor Asa Thorpe to be Vice Chairman of the Board of Solent Local Transport Body;

(c) Terms of Office for Chairman and Vice Chairman to be two years from the date of election; and 

(d) The Offices of Chairman and Vice Chairman to be rotated amongst the Voting Members of Solent Local Transport Body.

Councillor Thorpe in the Chair.

4. Chairman’s Announcements

There were no Chairman’s Announcements.

5. Solent LTB Assurance Framework
Members received a report on the proposed Assurance Framework and Framework Agreement (Item 5 in the Minute Book).  Members unanimously  
RESOLVED:

(a) to approve the draft Assurance Framework and Framework Agreement;
(b) to ratify and sign the Framework Agreement by each Member organisation through its own decision making process;

(c) to appoint Southampton City Council as Monitoring Officer for the Solent Local Transport Body;

(d) to appoint Hampshire County Council as the Accountable Body and 

(e) to appoint Hampshire County Council as Financial Adviser to the Solent Local Transport Body.

6. Extension of Full Membership of the Solent LTB
Members received a report on the extension of full membership of the Solent LTB (Item 6 in the Minute Book).  

Councillor Woodward nominated the Partnership for Urban South Hampshire (“PUSH”) to be granted full membership of the Body which was seconded by Councillor Vernon Jackson. Members voted unanimously in favour of granting full membership to PUSH. 
It was noted that the Board of PUSH had met on 6 June 2013 and resolved that Councillor Tony Briggs of Havant Borough Council represent PUSH, in the event of membership being granted.

The Monitoring Officer was requested to revise the Joint Agreement and Assurance Framework to reflect the additional membership, to vary the requirements of the quorum required to be five of six voting members and for be voting to continue to be a simple majority.   Members noted the office of Chairman had no casting vote.  
RESOLVED: 

(a) to grant full membership of the Solent Local Transport Body to the Partnership for Urban South Hampshire (PUSH) with all associated rights to attend, speak and vote at meetings of the Body; and 
(b) to authorise the Monitoring Officer to draw up a revision to the Joint Agreement and Assurance Framework to reflect (a) above and to vary the requirements of the quorum required and voting to be a simple majority. 
Councillor Briggs was welcomed to the Board’s meeting.

7. Local Transport Bodies: National and Local Perspectives
A joint presentation was made by the Department of Transport and the Solent LTB Manager(Maureen Pullen and Stuart Baker) (Item 7 in the Minute Book).
Members were informed of the purpose and role of the LTB, its investment programme, prioritisation of schemes and decision making process.  Central Government’s expectations of how LTBs would operate, as currently known, were outlined to Members.  Department of Transport’s focus would be on schemes that were innovative, took account of wider social and economic benefits and removed cross-boundary obstacles to achieve project outcomes whilst leaving it to Members to use suitable legal agreements or MoUs as they saw fit.

It would be part of LTB’s remit to keep the Department informed of project implementation; the ability to clawback funding was a possibility but it expected to look at practical deliverability when considering why project funding was under or slowly spent.  It was expected that the next announcement of the Government’s CSR would be focussed on administration rather than directly impact on projects.  Although the Cook Report was encouraging of greater private sector investment into the national infrastructure, investors needed to be aware that the Department would not dilute the duty of care to road user safety on the Highways Agency and Local Authorities in relation to road quality.  Proposed schemes, whatever their origin, were to be sponsored by an SLTB Member organisation. 
8. Budget Report
Members received and noted the draft 2013/2014 budget together with the partner contributions of £10,000 per annum (Item 8 in the Minute Book).
RESOLVED:

(a) to approve the 2013/2014 revenue budget and

(b) the partner contributions of £10,000 as set out in the report.

Prior to closure of the meeting, Councillor Vernon-Jackson commented on the
(i) preparation of a paper on supporting bids to increase passenger capacity into London Waterloo; 
(ii) consideration in due course the change in name of TfSHIoW to Solent Transport and 
(iii) consideration for the need for separate meetings of this Board and that of TfSHIoW given the apparent overlap of membership.
