	Schools Budget Update 2022/23
Andrew Minall talked governors through the current position of the 2022/23 budget.
Are the number of NEETs (not in employment, education or training) rising at the moment? The final figures don’t come through until February, but they are increasing marginally in Hampshire. This is likely a symptom of the cost of living crisis with employers not being able to take on so many young people. An update can be provided at a future meeting. This is a similar issue in other South East local authorities; Hampshire’s figures are amongst the lowest in the South East region. 
Schools Forum noted the update on the 2022/23 budget.

	

	5
	Schools Budget 2023/24
Andrew Minall talked governors through the proposed schools budget for 2023/24.
The additional grant which will be received in April 2023 for next year, the following year is rolled up and if schools are on the MFG, they will only go up by 0.5%. it has been the same this year with the supplementary grant. This is based on the per pupil value of the agreed baseline funding through the formula, where there is an additional grant, it will be added into the baseline so won’t affect the MFG. From the following year, it will be added to the baseline amount, and it shouldn’t then have an impact on whether you get MFG. Would it be useful to do some modelling for schools on the distribution of these funds – will it be the “average” school receiving 5% rather than all schools? Andrew will reflect on this for the 22 May meeting.  Another member agreed that this would be useful, especially to see if it impacts on particular school types. 
Schools Forum agreed the proposed budget allocations for 2023/24.
Schools Forum agreed to continue funding the historic commitments, as detailed in paragraph 6.6.
Schools Forum members for maintained schools agreed to the budget being retained to fund central provision for maintained schools, as detailed in paragraph 7.2.
Maintained primary and secondary Schools Forum members voted separately to de-delegate services as detailed in paragraph 7.5.
