	Welcome and Apologies

	Pupil Premium for Looked-After Children Annual Update 2021/22
Michelle Nye, new head of the Virtual School shared a presentation around the report on 2021/22. There were no questions. 
Schools Forum noted the content of the report.
	

	5
	Energy Update
Rebecca Thompson (joint lead of Property Services). All maintained schools opt into the joint energy purchasing contract. The contract allows a lower unit price than the market rate. The prices secured by HCC are lower than those guaranteed by the government’s protected rates (valid until end of March 2023). Estimates for the next financial year will be shared with schools to enable them to set next year’s budgets. A Property Matters Energy Special will be published soon and the Portal pages are in the process of being updated. 
A member asked if there is a purchasing agreement for oil for those rural schools who run oil-fired heating? For oil and LPG, no advice has been received yet how any bill relief scheme will work but officers continue to chase on this. There is a collective buying scheme for both oil and LPG which has helped to keep the prices lower. Details will follow by SchoolsComms.

	Policy Pack Update 2022-23
This item was carried forward from the July meeting which was not quorate. There were no questions.
Schools Forum approved the changes to the Policy Pack for 2022/23.
	

	7
	Schools Budget Update 2022-23
There is a forecast underspend in Early Years, Central School Services Block and Schools Block. The High Needs Block continues to be overspent. There were no questions. 
Schools Forum noted the update on the 2022/23 budget.
	

	8
	Schools Funding 2023-24 
There are some changes to the national funding formula for 2023-24. The supplementary grant fund will now be included in the national funding formula for mainstream schools. 
Overall funding will increase by 1.6% (1.3% in primary and 1.6% in secondary). 
A member asked about the increased number of schools which will hit the MFG, is there a pattern in the types of schools are being hit with this? There are fewer schools on minimum per pupil funding protection (larger schools with lower need type often used to receive this funding); minimum funding guarantee – some new schools are joining the core group who have received this for a longer period of time. It is hard to pick out a clear pattern of the type of schools. 
Headteachers are very concerned about the future financial security of their schools with the increased pressures from pay increases and other inflationary pressures. 
Andrew Minall asked Forum members if they would agree to a letter being written to ministers regarding the disparity in funding for schools meals in contrast to the current increased costs. All members were in agreement with this decision. 
Schools Forum noted the recent government funding announcements outlined in this report and the potential local impact.
Schools Forum supports the proposed approach to seek feedback on the local school funding formula for 2023/24.
Schools Forum supports the applications to the ESFA to disapply the regulations as outlined in paragraph 5.13.
Schools Forum supports the uplift to top-up values for special schools, resourced provisions and education centres as outlined in paragraph 7.3.
Schools Forum supports the proposed approach to ongoing support for essential school improvement activity as outlined in section 10.
Schools Forum noted the recent consultation on the early years funding formula.
