What is an Equality Impact Assessment (EIA) and why does the County Council do them?

The Public Sector Equality Duty (PSED) is an obligation within the Equality Act 2010 (“the Act”), which asks
public authorities, like Hampshire County Council, to give ‘due regard’ to equality considerations, in particular
to:

- Eliminate unlawful discrimination, harassment and victimisation and other conduct prohibited by the Act.

- Advance equality of opportunity between people who share a protected characteristic and those who do not.

- Foster good relations between people who share a protected characteristic and those who do not.

This includes assessing the impact of policies and practices on individuals and communities with a protected
characteristic, as defined in the Act and some other specific groups. The County Council uses EIAs to ensure it
has paid ‘due regard’ to equalities considerations when there are changes to a service or policy, a new project or
certain decisions.

Title: 3951 Kingsclere Road Crossing

Service affected Kingsclere Road in Basingstoke.
Description of the
service/policy/project/project
phase

The Chapel Hill development comprises over 600 new homes, located south of
Kingsclere Road and less than 1 km from Basingstoke railway station and the
town centre. The transport assessment for the planning application identified
the need for a formal crossing over Kingsclere Road to improve accessibility
for pedestrians and cyclists between the development and the wider South
View area, including local schools and shops.

New/changed
service/policy/project

Construction of a new parallel crossing to upgrade the existing informal
crossing near the Lancaster Road junction; and installing new buildouts to
narrow the carriageway on approaches to the crossing, reducing vehicle
speeds. The crossing point will link the quiet-way routes within the
development and the shared-use facility on the south side of Kingsclere Road
(delivered under s278 agreement) with the quiet-way routes on the north side
of Kingsclere Road.

Engagement
Public consultation went out for 28 days to advertise the crossing, there were no
comments received, either positive or negative. The emergency services have also
been consulted, along with Hampshire County Council Councillors and Basingstoke
and Deane Councillors.
